I'his procedure has been compared with that of
methyl glyoxal and formaldehyde method and was f-
ound to yield similar resucts and quite reliable,

The survey was undertaken in certain regions of
Beijing, Among 571 samples of tested sera,57 were =
ound to be positive with a rate of 9.98% .Among se=
lected 191 sera obtained from different kinds of pat=
ients revealed 35 positive, The statistical analysis
showed that only sex group presented remarkable dif
ference,i.e,positive rate in male was higher than in
temale,There is no correlation between positive rates
to ages and obviously farmers and workers are those
possessing higher positive rates,
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
