We search the first time some tyPes and digtri~
bution of enterovirus from 201 sampPles of feces
collected from residents of Yantai City in 1981,
The survey showed that 15.92% samples carried
virus in stool, The Positive rate is much higher
in rural area and is significantly higher in 0-7
Year age grouP.
- Mean while we isolated 32 virus strains other
than Poliovirus, The identification of them indi-
cated that ECHO virus comPosed of 68,75% and
type 15 being 68.18%. This investigation may be
of some use in further studies of enteric diseasess
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
