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ABSTRACT

In Aug, 1981, 459 people were chosen at random
from four brigades, three communes of Tanghe
County, Henan Province, Blood samples, collected
from them were tested for malaria plasmodium, It
showed that 11 people were positive for plasmo-
dium at a rate of 2.39%. 164 out of 459 people
examined were currently malaria patients, 8 of
them were 'pc-sitive at a rate of 4,88% ., 31 out of
459 were those with malaria history in 1981, Two
of them were positive at a rate of 6,45%. Among
246 healthy persons, only one was positive(0,41%).
There were 52 relapse cases who had had malaria
history in 1980, In this group, 4 cases were positive
(7.67% ). 48 cases were treated with three-day-
chemotheray of oral administration of chloroquine
phosphate, i. e. 0.6mg for first day, 0.3gm for
second and third day and each day with the addi-
tion of 0.0396mg of primary aminoquine, 10 cases
were treated with Chinses traditional herbs, Even-




tually, this herbs-treated group were found all ne-
gative for plasmodium carrier state, while 3 out of
16 cases treated with chloroquine for only two days

were positive ( 6,52% ) .

Besides, the meorbidity in
