Pseudotuherculosis widely spread in rats in Jia-

nou County,and the natural infection of the disease
was the first demonotrated in China in health hu-
man being,pig and Sucus murins,These results
showed that the pigs and S,murinus are animal reser-
voir hosts besides the rats, Positive hemagglutina-
tion antibody rate for the disease in S.murinus is
higher than other animals, There are four sero-types
of the disease in the county, namely I, I, IV and
V.The natural foci of the disease in the county
are sti]l] existence and their distribution is very
wide, This antibody may be detected in animals
in many parts of the county,
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
