A first analysis of epidemiology on toxoplas-
ma infection in the population by using a simple
catalytic model was reported in Guangxi China,
We found that the susceptible persons of toxop-
lasma were 85-95 percent, the spread velocity
of toxoplasma was 0,0521-0.1286 in China.
